Angel Visits And Spiritual Increase





     A 1998 Gallup Poll found 82 percent of Americans feel the need to grow spirituality—up from 58 percent in 1994.  Belief in angels has jumped from 56 percent in 1978 to 72 percent in 1996, according to the Gallup Poll.  (I learned this in The Cincinnati Enquirer, August 24, 2000, For Karen Vaske, angels are on the ascent, pp. E1, 5, by Richelle Thompson).  A Karen S. She admits to being raised Roman Catholic and that she allegedly started receiving her angelic visits “…in 1977, when she flat-lined and the angels came to visit.”  These visits continued for a period of three weeks while she was in what she calls a “semi-coma.”  The article goes on to report Ms. Vaske spends “…six nights a week, (in) groups of 8 to 10 (who) pay $30 each to attend her Angel Gatherings and receive a personal angel reading.  Ms. Vaske estimates she has described to more than 8,000 people their guardian angels since 1993.  The waiting period is six months.”  Ms. Vaske is quoted as saying, “I just don’t know if people have gotten everything they needed out of traditional religion.”  


     Folks, I do not know Ms. Vaske.  The article was interesting especially the information from the Gallup Poll.  Personally, I think Ms. Vaske can supply every bit as much information as the Psychic Hot Line.  Why are people so eager to seek something like this and spurn what Ms. Vaske called “traditional religion?”  Perhaps it is because “traditional religion” has lost all credibility.  These “traditional religionists” are fearful to say “yea or nay” about the antics of Ms. Vaske.  Perhaps this is because “traditional religionists” have also been involved in questionable proceedings like Ms. Vaske.


     You would think that with so many more folks feeling a need to grow spiritually that an increase in Bible knowledge would be readily noticeable.
