Jesus Is Lord





     We see it on bumper stickers, lapel pins, hats, plaques, etc.—JESUS IS LORD.  Indeed the Scriptures state that very point, “The word which God sent to the children of Israel, preaching peace through Jesus Christ; He is Lord of all” (Acts 10:36).  We should realize that SAYING this and FOLLOWING this are two different things and sometimes are not put into practice together.  Many are there who give lip service to Jesus being Lord only to demonstrate in their personal lives something entirely different! Another way of explanation is found in a statement of our Lord, “Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works and glorify your Father in heaven” (Matt. 5:16).
